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Abstract

This study considers trademark cancellation in Saudi Arabia through
reviewing and analyzing the Trademark Law of the States of the Cooperation
Council for the Arab States of the Gulf and its executive regulations compared to

Paris Convention for the Protection of Industrial Property and TRIPS Agreement.

The study is divided into four sections, the first section deals with the
nature of the trademark, second is the registration of the trademark, third
described the cancelation of Trademark and its effects, and the last explains

administrative and judicial Cancellation.

The study presented findings and recommendations, significantly
included: existence similarities between the provisions of the Gulf system with
both Paris and TRIPS conventions, therefore the trial judge is competent to
consider the availability of conditions provided by the system before the decision
to cancel the trademark. The researcher recommends to collect intellectual
property laws and regulations in a single system. In addition to the need to

establish judicial courts specialized in trademark disputes.
